Pray for those who have served and who 

still carry the scars of that service. 

 Pray for the coronavirus situation in our 

nearest neighbour: PNG.  Praise God for 

the C-17A and RAAF/joint team which 

last week delivered vaccines and 

emergency medical cargo to PNG.  Pray 

for the government and all people of 

PNG, and that Australia would further 

consider how we can help in their time of 

need. 

 Pray for the MCF AGM which will be held 

this Tuesday from 1200-1300 AEDT.  

Pray for those who may be appointed to 

positions on the MCF-A Council.  Pray 

that they would be empowered by the 

Holy Spirit to serve the body of believers 

within Defence.
