The MCF Exec know times are hard for most at present but they’re asking for each MCF member and supporter to give
the cost of a coffee a month (or more if you can) to help cover the rising cost of running MCF-A. The Exec have
purchased better insurance to make sure all members and supporters are covered for events and that MCF Reps and
others have proper insurance cover for running the Small Groups. This is good governance, but it also costs. MCF-A
doesn’t get funding from Defence as almost all of its funding comes from members and supporter donations. The part
time Staff Worker is the only person paid, all other positions and help are from volunteers.

We are still running behind on meeting our budget for the year, but if all our members gave a cup of coffee a fortnight
each year we’d always meet the budget.

If you donate via Direct Debit your tax receipt will be emailed to you in the first two weeks of July, all other
donations you should have had a receipt sent to you at the time of the donation.
